
Nee Soon South – Dealing with Loan Sharks’ Harassme nt 
 
It will be fire-fighting lesson with a difference for residents of Nee Soon South when they 
turn out for the Emergency Preparedness Exercise on Sunday 17 Jan 2010.   Instead of 
the usual simulated fire outbreak, they were taught to respond to a fire incident in a 
simulated situation ignited by a loan shark runner. 
 
Given the rise in numbers of household fire and loan-shark harassment incidents, this 
unique exercise is most timely.    Er Lee Bee Wah, Member of Parliament for Ang Mo 
Kio GRC and Adviser to Nee Soon South GROs joined residents to put out the flames. 
 
Er Lee described the situation as a double whammy and added that while the hunt for a 
quick solution is still on-going, the least we can do to protect the well-being of the 
people is to educate them on precautionary measures.” 
 
During the exercise, various exhibits about safety and security measures were on 
display.   The Police, National Environment Agencies and the Singapore Civil Defence 
Force showed strong support for this exercise as they provided both expertise and 
exhibits. 
 
The exercise seeks to remind and educate residents about deterrent measures that can 
be taken to prevent household fires that usually occur due to negligence on the part of 
the flat owners.    Residents picked up basic fire fighting methods to prevent fires from 
spreading and causing bodily harm.
